Golf Course Rain Check Policy
June 1, 2025
Purpose
To provide fair and consistent treatment to golfers whose rounds are interrupted by inclement weather or unsafe course conditions, this Rain Check Policy outlines how credits will be issued based on unplayed holes.

Rain Check Eligibility
Rain checks may be issued only under the following conditions:
· Play is suspended due to weather-related course closures or dangerous conditions (e.g., lightning, heavy rain, flooding).
· The rain check request is made on the same day the round was interrupted.
Rain checks will not be issued for:
· Discomfort due to normal weather fluctuations (e.g., light rain, wind, heat, cold).
· Personal schedule conflicts or voluntary discontinuation unrelated to course/weather conditions.

Rain Check Calculation
Rain checks will be issued as a dollar-value credit based on:
· The amount of green/cart fees paid; and
· The number of holes not played.

Issuance and Redemption
· Rain checks will be issued in the form of a dollar-value credit stored on a physical receipt.
· Credits are non-refundable and non-transferable.
· Rain checks can be applied toward future green fees, cart fees, or range fees.
· Credits expire 1 year from date issued.

Additional Notes
· Group outings and tournaments may be subject to separate rain check terms, as agreed upon in advance.
· Golfers must return to the Golf Shop to confirm the number of holes played and process the rain check.
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
